Reading in the Juniors—Accelerated Reading

What is Accelerated Reading? (AR)

Accelerated
Reader

* AR is a computer program that helps teachers
monitor children’s independent reading practice.

* Using information generated by the software,
teachers help children select books that are difficult
enough to keep them challenged, but not too
difficult to cause frustration. In addition, it helps
teachers to monitor pupils’ vocabulary growth,
literacy skills development and reading skills taught
through our current reading scheme.

ZPD - A range of book levels recommended for pupils. Ideally they
should begin choosing books at the beginning of the range.

Book Level — An estimate of the reading difficulty of the text of each
book on the Accelerated Reader scheme. The book level is based on
average sentence length, average word length, vocabulary difficulty
and frequency of words.




Why is it important to read well?

Reading ability has a considerable impact on both educational attainment and wider life outcomes.

Research finds robust associations between reading ability and educational success, and reading
enjoyment and reading behaviour appear to be key mechanisms in this relationship. Reading ability
affects attainment in literacy and, due to the need to read to gather information and understand
examination instructions, reading ability also affects attainment across the curriculum.

The effect of reading ability continues throughout life. Compared to their counterparts with

‘functional literacy’ levels (a reading age of 11 or above), individuals with low reading ability
are:

Less likely to gain employment, More likely to exhibit behavioural problems
particularly skilled roles and delinquency

Less like to earn an above average More likely to offend, be incarcerated and
salary develop a habit of lifelong offending

Less likely to achieve gualifications or More likely to have low levels of psychological
receive work based training or wellbeing and life satisfaction

promotion

Less likely to use preventative health
services, remain healthy or manage
treatment and medications well

As poor reading ability is associated with such profound negative life outcomes, it can have huge cost
to an individual and also to the economy.

What you can do to support your child?

Parents, carers and anyone with a child in
their life can make a huge difference by reading for just
ten minutes a day.

Education is a partnership between schools and families and
children flourish best when both parties work hand-in-hand
to achieve the goal of good reading for all.
